RFP Submission
Proposals must be submitted no later than November 23, 2011 midnight PST. RFPs are not to exceed 5 pages and must include all components listed above to be considered. Incomplete RFPs and those received after the deadline will not be reviewed.  Please submit to programdir@aauw-ca.org and convention2012@aauw-ca.org.

Selection will be through a review process.  Submitted RFPs will be ranked based upon the following criteria – Adherence to the AAUW Mission and the areas of interest, relevance, creativity and budgetary constraints.  A review committee will select up to 12 primary workshops and six secondary workshops.  The secondary workshops will be used in the event that a primary workshop needs to be replaced.  Proposed plenary sessions will be reviewed using the same criteria.

Notification will occur by December 10, 2011 via e-mail.  Those persons with accepted RFPs must confirm all details in their proposals within one week of notification.  Any changes in proposal after the review date may result in cancellation of that workshop.
