Module 3:  Credit Cards

Activity 1:  Credit card terms and minimum payments

Let’s stop and play a couple of rounds of the online game, still want That Card? From Channel One News, New York, New York.  The game offers us 3 types of unsecured credit cards to choose from:  Platinum, Gold and Plus.  Your job is to see how the cards work and which one works best for you.  The cards all have $2000 purchase limits and no annual fee.  The differences are in the APRs (introductory and continuing) and how long the introductory 0% APR lasts.
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APR = Annual percentage rate

Let’s look at one shopper’s shopping cart, and at how large their monthly payments were and how that impacts the real cost (price + interest charges) of the items and the time it would take to pay down the balance to $0.

Here, from the Federal Reserve, are 5 Tips:  Getting the Most from Your Credit Card:  See the Credit Card Statement below 

· Pay on time (see #2)

· Stay below your credit limit (see #1)

· Avoid unnecessary fees (see #8)

· Pay more than the minimum amount (see #2)

· Watch for changes in the terms of your account (see #6)

In our next Activity, Understanding a credit card statement, you’ll see where to find the above information on your statement, so that you can get the most from your credit card.

Activity 2:  Understanding a credit card statement

The following information is from the Federal Reserve’s Consumer’s Guide to Credit Cards.
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1.   Summary of account activity 

1. Payment information 

2. Late payment warning 

3. Minimum payment warning 

4. Notice of changes to your interest rates 


5. Other changes to your account terms 

If your credit card company is going to raise interest rates or fees or make other significant changes to your account, it must notify you at least 45 days before the changes take effect.


6. Transactions 

Review the list carefully to make sure that you recognize all of the transactions. This is the section of your statement where you can check for unauthorized transactions or other problems. 


7. Fees and interest charges 

Credit card companies must list the fees and interest charges separately on your monthly bill. Interest charges must be listed by type of transaction (for example, you may be charged a different interest rate for purchases than for cash advances). 

8. Year-to-date totals 


9. Interest charge calculation 

In the next module we’ll study FICO® scores the effect of your FICO® score on the interest rate you’ll pay on, for example, the purchase of a home or a car.   The higher your score, the lower interest you’ll pay, which is a good thing.  Payment History is a major component of the score, so make payments on time!
